In the USGA 
Rules of Golf under 6-8 allows 
the discontinue of play if any 
player feels as if they are in        
danger due to lightning.  There is 
no other sport that has any           
regulations relating lightning.   

The staff at Prescott Country 
Club is concerned about every-
one’s safety on the golf course.   
The storms in this area build fast 
and can be dangerous, so we 
want to remind you to please be 
safe.
